You can include Conservation Corps North Bay in your will in several ways:

One beautiful way to think of all of the people you’d like to help is to think of them as
one of your children, and distribute your estate among your children and loved ones
or charities.

2. You may also name Conservation Corps North Bay as a contingent beneficiary in the
event that other beneficiaries predecease you.

3. Another thoughtful arrangement is to establish a trust in your will that provides
lifetime income for a loved one with the remainder eventually going to Conservation
Corps North Bay.

A Double-Purpose Bequest
